COACHES
A maximum of three coaches will be allowed in the 
corner. Two can mount the apron, one can enter the 
ring, one must remain on the ground.

A coach is not permitted:

To throw any items into the ring to demonstrate a 
disagreement or to kick any chair or water bottle or to 
take any other action that may be deemed as 
unsportsman like behavior.

To stand up, touch the ring, yell or cause a scandal or 
disturb the competition

To encourage or incite spectators by words or signs 
during the process of a round

To walk off seconds’ designated area with disagreed 
actions against the Referee



EQUIPMENT
Coaches must ensure that a boxer’s hair is secured 
appropriately.

Long hair should not limit the boxer’s vision. Hair 
extending outside the headguard must not exceed 
5cm.

Hand wraps will be Velcro style and one set per 
boxer will be supplied by the LOC. These will be 
supplied at the Technical Meeting.



HIJAB
The Hijab must be black in color and include the 
following elements:

Long sleeved form fitting shirt under the competition 
vest

Full length form fitting tights under the competition 
shorts or skirt

Sports Hijab head scarf.

No identification of the National federation, and no 
further elements such as marks, insignia, statements 
or slogans will be displayed on the hijab, tights or 
sleeves. 



BOXER’S UNIFORM 
GUIDELINES
Boxers must wear vests and shorts either red 
or  blue

All boxer’s uniforms must have been approved 
at the Sports Entry Check and must comply 
with 13.5 Competition Uniform as per World 
Boxing Rules

Boxers are not allowed to have tape, in any 
form, on their uniform



MEDAL CEREMONY
Boxer’s need to compete in at least one bout to be 
eligible for a medal

Medal Ceremonies are conducted in accordance 
with World Boxing’s Event Rules

No headgear or National Flag’s are allowed during 
the Medal ceremonies

No statements, signs, demonstrations, objects or 
additional people are permitted during Medal 
Ceremonies.



CODE OF CONDUCT
All boxers, team officials, Federation 
representatives and all other members of World 
Boxing shall follow and respect the World Boxing  
Code of Conduct

Proper behavior and respect for athletes, coaches, 
officials and property is to be maintained at this 
Championships

No misconduct will be tolerated on the FOP
